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Course instructor communicates observed behavior to student, and if an act of academic dishonesty is suspected, provides student with 
Academic Integrity form and instructions with suggested sanction. (Schreyer Honors College students must review the SHC policies & 
procedures prior to signing form.) Student is given five business days to accept or contest the charge and/or sanction by returning the 
signed form.  If form is NOT RETURNED, the sanction is applied as if the case is not contested.

2 A.I. Coordinator directs instructor to apply prescribed academic sanction; sends 
file to Office of Student Conduct (OSC) and sends notice to Registrar for an Academic 
Integrity Hold for the course.  
NOTE:  Any attempt by student to drop the course must be reversed by the Registrar.

Any committee member may recuse him/herself if he/she has a conflict of 
interest with the case;
